Alternatively, you can contact Mrs. Brown at 608.791.0179 or
intakeagent@diolc.org. The reporting form is available through the Diocese of La Crosse
Office of Safe Environment or on the diocesan website at: diolc.org/safe-
environment/reporting. Individuals are also encouraged to take their reports directly to civil
authorities.

Diocesan Annual Appeal Update:

Mailing Date Target

Please be aware that both the USPS and UPS are reporting longer than regular delivery
schedules. Like many other logistic company issues, we have been told by both organizations,
while they are aware of problems this causes, have taken an "it gets there when it gets
there" position.
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Our mail house has let us know that in some cases even overnight UPS shipping takes up to 3
days to deliver. Add to the fact that our USPS mailings are Non-Profit—they are ranked just
above third class in a matter of priority—we are expecting we will have delivery delays. Non-
Profit mailings are put into the delivery stream as determined by the USPS workload.

This past week, | recently received a mailing that we sent out almost two weeks ago (our mail
house is reporting as of 10/11, there are still about 10% of that mailing outstanding awaiting

delivery updates). On the other hand, | received a mailing we sent earlier last week; that one

only took three days. We ask that you please be patient and let your people know delays can

be expected.

The time frame for the initial launch of this year's Annual Appeal is still October 17; the
mailings for this upcoming weekend will be sent out this week. If you have chosen the
weekends of 10/24 or 10/31, your parish mailing will be mailed by the Wednesday prior.

Also, parish materials (in-pew pledge cards, envelopes, prayer cards, and thermometers) will
be mailed/UPS directly to parishes this week. Due to scheduling issues, the in parish
brochures will be sent in a separate mailing.

No Annual Appeal DVD this year

UPDATE: There will not be an in Parish Annual Appeal DVD/Video. Due to a convergence of
issues, many parishes are experiencing low Mass attendance combined with many parishes
not showing the video and scheduling difficulties; it was determined we would not create a
video to be shown at Mass.

Our strategy is to reach as many households as we can via email, social media, and mailings
to allow people to watch at their leisure. Our approach is to incorporate short clips and
preview trailer-type videos with links to a full version of the video into our email and social
media postings. Short brief videos are how most people consume information today and this
strategy has been employed with success in other dioceses.

There is no change in the process for processing the Appeal donations; it is the same as it has
been the last four years.

Reminder: Parishes receiving cash for the Annual Appeal must deposit all money locally, and
then write a parish check to the Diocese with documentation identifying who made the
donations. Please include the Family DUID for each donation.
